Requirements include: 1) a minimum GPA of 3.5 in the major and 3.3 overall; 2) written sponsorship
agreement from the faculty mentor on file in the SEOE Undergraduate Student Services office; 3) a public presentation of the Senior Thesis research
accompanied by a written document approved by the faculty mentor and a second reader that follows the guidelines of the School of the Earth, Ocean
and Environment Geological Sciences degree; and 4) three courses in addition to the general major requirements, including: GEOL 498 or GEOL 499,
GEOL 699, and a minimum of one GEOL 500-level course appropriate to the research.

e The last 30 credit hours toward your degree must be earned in residence at the University of South Carolina-Columbia. However, please note that

GEOL 500, while considered “in residence,” occurs in Colorado.
